The 31st of December is the last day of the year. On this day we see the old year out and the New Year in. But more than two centuries ago people did not celebrate the New Year in January. The 1st of January was not a holiday at that time. The first day of the year was the 1st of September. In 1699 Peter the Great put an end to the old tra​dition. The 31st of December became the last day of the year in Europe. The first day of January, 1700 was the beginning of the New Russian calendar.
In different countries at different times, there were different kinds of calendar. About twenty centuries ago, in Egypt, the first night of the year was the night in July when the brightest star Sirius appeared in the sky. In old China, the calendar had both years and cycles of years. Sixty years made one cycle, and every year had its name. So the first year of a cycle was called the year of the Tree and the Mouse, the seventh was the Year of Metal and the Horse; and the tenth, the twenty-second and some others were the years of the Hen.
In the days of the French Revolution 1789 - 1794 a new calendar was introduced in France. The year 1792 when France became a re​public was called the First year of Freedom, and the 22nd of Septem​ber was called the first day of the year. But after a few years the whole country returned to the old calendar.
Today in almost all countries the 1st of January is the beginning of the year. This day is a holiday. Though for many people in Europe New Year is not so big holiday as Christmas. Most of them celebrate Christmas like we celebrate New Year: decorate a fur tree, exchange gifts, organize holiday dinner for family and friends.
